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Accrediting Medical Schools: Lessons learned from Liaison
Committee on Medical Education (LCME) process in the United States
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This talk will first provide a brief history on the evolution of US medical school accreditation
processes. Next, an analysis on the entite LCME accreditation process will be described including
both the practical and logistical details of what medical schools undetgo during the preparation for,
and the conducting of, the periodic accreditation site-visit. I d with my thoughts looking at
the LCME process, its relationship with the WFME strategies and some of the issues that Japanese
and other medical schools may face in the coming ten years as the ECFMG deadline approaches.
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
